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WHAT HAPPENS IF YOU DECIDE THAT YOU LIKE IT?
You will need to complete a short membership application form. There is no singing test but you will need to satisfy the Musical Director that you have some aptitude.  You will not be expected to join in formal choir performances until you feel that you are ready to do so.
WHAT COSTS ARE INVOLVED?

There is a monthly membership fee which is currently £5.  There may also be entrance costs for your guests at performances and travel costs to some venues, although these are limited in number. We also hold a voluntary fund raising activity on practice nights.
WHERE DO YOU PERFORM?

Most concerts are held within a ten mile radius of South Anston; mainly in clubs, churches and church halls; wherever we are asked to perform!  Occasionally, longer distances may be involved.  We do not undertake competitions.
WHAT DO YOU SING?

We have a varied and mixed programme ranging from well known popular songs, through to light classical and hymns.
WHAT TIME COMMITMENT IS INVOLVED? 

We practice for two hours on most Thursday evenings and usually give about 20 performances in a year, mainly on Saturday evenings. Other days can be involved, especially in our busy period at Christmas. Being a choir member calls for a certain level of commitment for both practices and performances, but these are not too onerous.
